Can Fair Trade be an effective weapon in the reduction
of poverty and development of countries?

n last two decades Fair Trade has evolved
I from marginal to mainstream. It has become

one of the most popular tools for helping the
poor in developing countries. Fair Trade sales
are still growing. In 2008, despite the global
recession, consumers spent 2.9 billion Euros on
Fair Trade products globally (FLO 2009a). In
2008 awareness of the Fairtrade Mark leapt to
70% in the Great Britain, whilst 64% of the
population understood the relationship between
the Mark and a better deal for producers in the
developing world (Fairtrade Foundation 2008).
This is not only limited to Great Britain; for
example Fairtrade bananas have over 50%
market share in Switzerland (AgroFair 2004).
Also the variety of products have increased 1
Fairtrade Certification Marks are today on
dozens of different products, from coffee, tea,
rice, bananas, cocoa and cotton to spices, wine
and footballs. When typed in a Google search,
Af ai r brings apdoged 30 million webpages.
It seems to be a new fashion but does it really
help the poor in the developing world? Can
consumers and politicians claim that Fair Trade
is enough to reduce poverty? In other words i is
the Fair Trade brand as effective in reducing
poverty as the media portrays it to be?

In this essay | will present the different
impacts the Fair Trade brand has had on the
poor and try to look at the relationship between
fair trade and development understood as a
Amodi cum of economic
redistribution of growth, and democracy for the
redistribut i on of t he
2006a). In the first part | will present the
standards and different types of impact the Fair
Trade has had. Then | will try to compare
poverty with the direct impacts of Fair Trade,
especially in regards to household income.
I will initially examine the vision behind and the
assumptions held by Fair Trade, before
discussing the labelling requirements, and
criticism of Fair Trade. | will finish with a
presentation of some of the indirect impacts and
guestions about the future relationship between
Fair Trade and poverty in the developing world.

Fairtrade standards®

Fair Trade standards are designed to
support the sustainable development of small-
scale producers and agricultural workers in the
poorest countries in the world. These can be
divided into three parts:

- Social development is mainly about the
organizational structure. All members of the
producer organisation should be allowed to
participate in decision-making process and
other activities. It also should be transparent
and equal for everyone. The organization
should provide a safe and healthy working
environment for employees and members,
complying with national law and the
I nternational Labour
conventions. For example: no child labour, no
forced labour, freedom of association of the
workforce.(WFTO 2009).

- Economic development - Fairtrade
Minimum Price and a Fairtrade Premium have
the aim of helping producers cover the costs of
sustainable production which improves their
lives. Improving their lives not only mean the
investing in agriculture, but also in health,
education, environment and local economy.

- Environmental development -
Fairtrade Standards require from producers that
they minimize the use of certain farming
methods and the safe use of agrochemicals
(organic
or low pesticides), the proper and safe
manag@ntemt ,of wast® mmaintenance of soil
fertility and water resources. Genetically

t smodified omganienvst(GMO) cannot be labelled

as Fairtrade products.

Types of Fair Trade impacts.?

We can divide the impacts of Fairtrade
into:

ADirect Impacts, which include: income
(Fairtrade market premium and social premium);
education; female empowerment; preserving
indigenous culture; psychological effects, such
as producer empowerment and its effects on
civic participation.

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A Indirect impacts, like: positive
externalities which derive from support for co-
operatives and progressive plantations; benefits
accrued to Fairtrade groups through direct trade
relationships.

Almpacts of Fairtrade on non-Fairtrade
producers that include: access to market and
price information; impacts on the broader
communities where Fairtrade  producers
operate; isolation of non-Fairtrade producers.

Researches of Fair Trade agree that there
is a need for more studies in the area of
measuring the impacts of Fair Trade (for e.g.
Nichols and Opal 2005: 228). Only direct
income impact has been examined and
described in details.

Some figures about direct impacts of

Fair Trade.

The simplest way to measure this is
through quantifiable outputs - sales by weight or
money or additional income to farmers. For
example, sale of Fairtrade coffee in the USA
between 1996 and 2004 has channelled $75
million in additional income to cooperative,
small-scale family farmers (TransFair USA,
2004). Stacey (2009) writes: AMor e t h g
million people - farmers, workers and their
families - across 59 developing countries benefit
from the international Fairtrade systemo .Fair
Trade Labelling Organizations International is
less optimistic, estimating that 5 million people
directly benefit from Fairtrade (FLO 2009b).

Many case studies have shown the
positive impact of Fair Trade on the farmers
(Jaffee 2007, Ronchi 2002, UCIRI 2002). An
example in UCIRI is of a farmers organization in
Mexico which, thanks to Fair Trade, more than
3000 families now live on $2.00 instead of $1.00
day. This has had a huge impact on these
peoplebds | ives (UCI RI
figures compare in relation to the global
poverty?

Poverty is undoubtedly a multidimensional
issue. It can be defined and measured through
many different methods. Every definition has its
own difficulties, butt he conventi on
idea of income is probably the easiest for
comparingand measuring the
Today almost half the world 6 over three billion
people & live on less than $2.5 a day, and
more than 1.4 billion on less than $1.25 a day,
which is considered to be extreme poverty
(Shah 2009).

It can be said that Fair Tradeb s di
impacts are too small to be considered a
solution and therefore will never be remedy for

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does not bring the participants out of poverty
(Jaffee 2007: 8). However, for many, Fair Trade
can be a good impulse for change, particularly
for the rules on world trade, that in their opinion

is the cause of the problem.

Fair Trade 1 a brief look on
assumptionsand certification criteria.
What therefore is i

and how far can Fair Trade correct these
imperfections? Nichols (2007: 3-4) enumerates
the following: lack of market access (producers
are too far from the market and often do not
even have their own transportation), imperfect
information (without knowledge of real market
prices they are dependent on middlemen /
brokers and unable to negotiate with them), lack
of access to financial markets (like London
Coffee and Cocoa Exchange), lack of access to
credits (local banks do not exist or do not lend
in the small amounts), inability to switch to other
sources of income generation (to risky for the
poor) and weak legal systems and enforcement
of laws.

Fair Trade has intention to solve or rather
reduce those problems. Different fair-trade
organizations frame their standards a bit
differently; however the most commonly used
criteria of labelling (the products) are (Jaffa
2007: 2):

A Guaranteed minimum (floor) prices to
producers and fair wages to labourers that
creates a safety net when world markets fall
below the sustainable level

AAdvance credit or payment to producers

A Democratically run producer
cooperatives or workplaces
A Long-term contracts and trading

A Environmentally sustainable production

The latter, as cited above Boersma (2008)
claims that the fair trade system is not radical
enough. In other words T we cannot see
positive results because Fair Trade is still a part
of this trade system.

r e ct Sidwell (2008), author of the Adam
Smith's Institute report on "Unfair trade"
enumerates many arguments about the

global poverty, as evidenced by the fact it often

unfairness of Fair Trade:

Tradeé
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A) Fair Trade offers only a very small
number of farmers a higher, fixed price for their
goods. The problem here is that there is a
limited humber of new consumers and a limited
market capacity, which means only a relatively
small number of producers are needed to
supply it. This in turn means only a small
number of producers can benefit from the
scheme. It is not known how long Fair Trade
sales will continue to increase or how many
new producers will be able to enter Fair Trade
markets and share the benefits from
participation (see also Raynolds 2002:11).
Consequently, in some areas, farmers who are
unable to qualify for Fairtrade certification may
be in an even worse situation than before.

B) Most of the farmers helped by Fair
Trade are in Mexico, a relatively developed
country, and not in places like Ethiopia (for
example Mexico has 51 certified producer
organisations, Rwanda has 10 and Ethiopia 4).
In the same work Sidwell adds: il n Et
80% of the population work in agriculture, with
an average income of $700 a year. In Mexico,
18% work in the fields, and the average salary
is $9000". (Sidwell 2008: 11). This suggest that
the marketing campaigns of Fair Trade takes
advantage of trust shown by consumers who
often believe that by buying Fairtrade products

they are helping the wo

C) Fair Trade can be said to be irrelevant as
shown by the example that sales of Fair Trade
coffee make up less than 5% of the coffee
market in any consuming country. Fair Trade
products represents only 0.01% of global trade
(Oracion 2007).

D) Fair Trade has a professional public relations
and is involved heavily in marketing relying on
anecdotal evidence (close-up case studies). It is
based on emotions and the trust of its
consumers but does not provide any clear proof
of positive impacts in a wider spectrum.

Fair Trade criticism of free-trade market
followers can be summarized in the words
of Booth and Whetstone (2007: 13): A Fai r
may be fashionable and give people a nice
warm feeling but only free trade backed up by
the rule of law and the protection of private
property have actually lifted entire populations
out of poverty for the

There are many factors that contribute to
explain why poverty is or in certain cases
has not been reduced. These vary from the

political system and culture of a country,
through

t o t he gual ity of t he
bureaucrats, as well as the globalization
processes, policies of transnational companies,
international trade system, the size and way in
which foreign aid is given, just to name a few.
Because there are so many factors influencing
the level of poverty in a country, we can write
only about the marginal, partial effects of
individual factors (and tools of a poverty
reduction). Some of the impacts of Fair Trade
will appear almost immediately but others may
occur after many years.

Fair Trade seems to share many
similarities with the idea of sustainable
development. Ruud (2006) writing about
different definitions and concepts of sustainable
development noticed that there are several
common features between them: it is about a
safe, better future and achieving improvements

i oip itlee, social, economic and ecological
dimensions.

Going back to Fair Trade standards, the
assumption is that people are not just a factor of
production, but also its subjects. Encouraged to
organize themselves into producer
organisations they can feel for the first time
empowerment in their political realm and

I | expgiess tipen woices sdilectipedy oVighlates. more,
they can be able to influence local
administration and their national governments,
both to change unfavourable law or to support
them. The producer organisation should provide
opportunities for women, furthermore taking
special care of pregnant women and new
mothers. (WFTO 2009)

It may be the case that one product is the
main export of an entire country. Additional
income for Fairtrade producers can help to
break the cycle of poverty not only for them, but
also for other people i having extra money,
producers are able to buy other types of goods
or services which in turn develops the local

r matket.

Benefits to producers are not only direct
i.e. as a additional income through increased
prices and sales, but also in creating and
applying pressure to the policy makers through

| ocorumiers awareness of the situation that the
producers are in. When more citizens support
and understand the Fair Trade ideals as well as
other social movements concerning poverty,
inequality or development in the world, there is
likelihood that during the elections the agenda
will include some issues of global poverty and
effective ways to reduce it.

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Buying Fair Trade products is example of
what Anormal 06 people ¢
politicians, to make the life of the poor a bit
better. On the other hand there is a serious risk,
that people from the rich countries will reduce or
stop their support for other ways of reducing the
inequality in the world, some of which may have
a greater impact on global poverty. If there is a
strong image that Fair Trade is so effective they
can suppose that buying a Fairtrade banana is
enough to have a clear conscience.

Summary

It is difficult to measure impacts of Fair
Trade other than through additional income for
the producers. According to many case studies
prove that Fair Trade helps psychologically and
socially the producers. It may empower the
people and give them a tool to escape from
poverty.

Fair Trade has evolved from niche to a
new fashion of Northern, ethically aware
consumers. However, despite the production,
consumption, consciousness, sale and variety
of Fairtrade products increasing every year, it is

Nevertheless Fair Trade seems to have
a big potential in changing the approach taken
to reduce poverty through developing countries.
Sustainable development and environmental
issues, so important in Fair Trade, are now on
international agenda. For example the World
Bank's "World Development Report 2010" has
as its main theme "Development and Climate
Change".

Fair Trade, with its ecology, fairness,
development, promotion of ethical consumerism
and global awareness of Northern consumers
(who can influence their leaders to act in a more
moral and effective way) has been able to do
more to reduce poverty than many other
traditional approaches.

Equipment Market® will be discussed as an

extremely important issue both for the
functioning of the Common Security and
Defences Policy? as well as the Common
Foreign and Security Policy (former second
pillar of the European Union®). Both topics have
not been accurately developed in Polish
literature and should be perceived as a crucial
element for further development of the CSDP
and the CFSP.

It is above the scope of this article to
analyze the role of the Common Security and
Defence Policy for the European integration,
and therefore we will focus on the Community
dimension of functioning of the EDEM. The
European Defence Equipment Market can be
basically analyzed on three levels: the
Community level, the state level and the level of
Small and Medium Enterprises* and
Transnational Defence Companies®. Since the
aim of this paper is to analyze the meaning of
the EDEM for the CSDP the Community level
will be in the centre of the study.

For the better understanding of the topic,
the factors and processes need to be explained
that made the establishment of the EDEM
possible. The end of the Cold War resulted in a
widespread assumption about the need to
speed up integration in many fields among the
European countries. One of them was the field
of security and defence. During the Balkan
Wars, European actors could not effectively
react and solve the conflicts that have proved
how drastically the requirements in military
sector have changed. Most nations, and first of
all the post-Soviet ones that are not bound with
any military alliance, cannot afford to develop
and procure defence items on their own. The
cost of defence equipment is rising from six to
eight percent a year while defence budgets are

static.° That concerns both procurement of
complex weapon as well as low budgets for
research, which has a negative impact on the
European Defence Industry and Technological
Base. Moreover this leads to enlargement of the
gap between the US and the EU. When
analysing this particular relation the conclusions
clearly shows that European companies cannot
compete with the American defence-related
sector that is a beneficent of well-protected
domestic market as well as growing US defence
budget.” As a result maintenance of European
armament sector that is divided into national
ones started to be too costly for European
actors. Currently there are 89 different weapon
programmes in the EU while at the same time
only 29 in the US®? and what is worth to mention
the US defence budget is almost twice a size
the EU member states combined?®.

What is more, also trends on the global
defence market prove the great need for the
establishment of the EDEM. One can hardly
imagine a completely free market of military
goods due to their sensibility; however certain
level of liberal solution would fairly regulate the
market and result in more efficient production.
Defence-related companies needed to equal the
rules of free market: profitability and
competitiveness, what would lead to a save
compromise  between the security of
procurement and efficiency of production.

It is worth to mention that political motives
to create the ESDP were backed up by
industrial one. After the end of the Cold War

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three main trends in the military industry sector
can be observed. First of all, it was integration
of military systems that needed to connect
communication, command, and weapons, next
one was integration between military and civil
production (so called dual-use regime). Last but
not least was process of consolidation of
companies to strenghten effectivity of the
production. BEA, German Rheinmetall AG and
Krauss-Maffei Wegmann or Italian Finmecanica
are worth to be mention. All those processes
resulted in common European projects as
Airbus A400M or Eurofighter as well as creation
of The European Aeronautic Defence and
Space Company. It clearly shows that there was
a need for closer cooperation in military sector.

The first step that made that cooperation
possible was creation of ESDP. Without
ESDP/CSDP there would be no EDEM and
nowadays, one can hardly imagine the future of
the EU foreign policy without the creation of the
defence market and its development. Chances
and challenges connected with both processes
will be analyzed briefly in the further parts of the
paper.

Both the political decision makers and the
elites of private sector are aware of numerous
chances which can potentially be created by the
development of the EDEM, what has resulted in
several legal and  political  solutions
implemented already on the Community level.
Although one can consider some of them as a
step of the Community, it cannot be forgotten
that the former second pillar covering foreign
policy and military matters was (and its policies
still remain) rather an interstate initiative in
contrary to the former first pillar with its
supranational character. When discussing
mentioned instruments and initiatives such
should be mentioned as: Letter of Intent
Framework Agreement signed in July, Code of
Conduct on Defence Procurement (CoC) from
21% November 2005, the Code of Best Practice
in the Supply Chain (CoPBSc) from 15" May
2005, the Directive of the European Parliament
and of the Council on simplifying terms and
conditions of transfer of defence-related
products within the community (6" May, 2009)
and the Directive of the EP and of the Council
on the coordination of procedures for the award
of public works contracts, public supply
contracts and public service contracts in the
field of defence and security (14" January,
2009).

Despite of the agreements politically or
legally binding that concern particularly the
defence equipment market (markets), the article
346 of the Treaty of Lisbon, formerly Article 296

of the EC Treaty defines the current state of
military equipment procurement. The article
states:

The provisions of the Treaties shall not
preclude the application of the following rules:

(&) No Member State shall be obliged to
supply information the disclosure of which it
considers contrary to the essential interests of
its security;

(b) Any Member State may take such
measures as it considers necessary for the
protection of the essential interests of its
security which are connected with the
production of or trade in arms, munitions and
war matée¥Xial (é)

Two basic functions are fulfiled by the
article: it aims to balance the economical
interests of the Community with essential
security interests of Member States and enable
the Member States to derogate the general
obligation to supply information''. Both
objectives do functio
competences  overlapping  between the
Community and
narrowing the role of the Community in
integrative processes on the defence markets.

The only part of defence equipment that is
not covered by article 346 of Treaty of Lisbon is
dual-use regime®®. The distinction between civil
and military sectors has been blurred by the
duality of technologies and company portfolios.
Although one needs to remember the threats
resulting from such processes, at the same time
this brings closer armament policy to other EU
policies as Internal Market, research and trade.
The legal solutions dealing with dual-use regime
are an invaluable step forward on the way to the
development of common defence market.

When discussing the current state of
play one has to underline that the European
governments usually tend to buy their defence
equipment on their own and from their
suppliers*. These results in market organized
mostly along national lines. The defence of
essential national interests and security
understood in a very narrow sense become very
often an excuse (sometimes an automatic one,
not a well thought through one) for state
protectionism and excluding even a minimal
scope of competition from defence goods

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market, also the non-sensitive ones, including
uniforms or military catering.

Two main arguments need to be recalled
speaking for the creation of the EDEM on
Community level. One refers to the neo-
functional spillover effect concept. The neo-
functionalists assume that there is a direct
casual connection between the political and the
economical, what further on results in a
conclusion, that the functional spillover must be
followed by a political one in order to promote
further simplification of cooperation and
realization of common tasks. The defence
market might be an economic impulse for
political i ntegration
cross-pillarization of tools and competences
within the common foreign trade policy.

The  argument taken from  the
neofunctional political thought is of a political
nature; another crucial one recalls more
functional assumptions. As mentioned above
the Balkan Wars and the Irag Wars have shown
that the widespread post-Cold War enthusiasm
and hope for peace among politicians and
citizens
seemed necessary again to have enough
capabilities to undertake military actions, but at
the same time there was no European actor
strong enough and willing enough to overtake
the responsibility and the costs’™. The war
experiences were a catalyst for the integrative
processes on levels, which one could call
technical and procedural ones and resulted inter
alia in the acceptance of several Headline
Goals which fulfilling requires a highly
developed harmonization of the national
militaries. As a prominent example one may

recall the EU Battlegroup Concept which
reached Full Operational Capability on 1
January 2007.

Third issue that needs to be highlighted
and which has already been shortly mentioned
are the US 17 EU and EU i NATO relations.
When analyzing the history of the ESDP and its
connection to the US at least two contradictory
points represented by different states in
different moments of the ESDP and EDEM
history have to be mentioned. The first point is
t he fear of Amer i
European defence and
s h a r'f amdytiée other one is the unwillingness
for American commitment in European affairs
and policy and for too close cooperation of
European states with the US showed in the

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discussions about the Iraq war'’. Apparently
both of them have had a positive impact on
European defence sector integration. The EU
military sector is strongly depended on the US
and will remain so at least in short perspective,
however some scope of self-reliance is desired.
There is no single European actor powerful
enough to compete with the US both on political
and global influences level and the EDEM could
become one of the factors which empower and
enable the EU to act as a unit and therefore
achieve more than particular national states.
Both the EU-US and EU-NATO co-operation is
bordered by numerous problems of various

definitely most difficult to overcome, and
therefore the technical problems should be
solve as soon as possible and as simple as
possible. The EDEM would be an invaluable
step on the way to interoperability of the
European armies with the American one.
According to European treaties the
objectives of the CSDP and the CFSP are
blurred and extremely general, which is a result

authorities. These are for instance promoting
international co-operation, preserve peace and
straightening the security of the Union in all
ways, etc. This and contradictory national
interests lead to maintenance of a broadly
national approach when purchasing their
military equipment'®.

The division and defragmentation of
European defence markets leads and if nothing
will have changed will lead to increase of
expenses and decrease of the ability of
European actors to work together in
international military field.

Creation of EDEM will have positive
impact on many fields. On political one it will
force European countries to learn how to
cooperate with each other even in the sensitive
matters. It will establish the atmosphere of trust
and interdependency between the states. On
the economic level defence industry should
become more competitive and deliver
equipment of better quality for better price. It will
have also a positive impact on EU military
mesiosseandgopegationsg ExistenceoomCommon
wilii bliminigh edifference in
military equipment between EU countries, make
cooperation easier and create the
interoperability among troops of EU countries, of
the US and NATO.
